Road Conditions

 Sometimes buses are on the roads before sanding and  
 snow removal crews have finished their work.

Snow and Ice Accumulations

 Inclines, bridges and ramps can also pose as a danger. 

Weather Conditions in Specific Areas

 It is possible that some areas may not be affected by  
 bad weather.  However, outlying area secondary school  
 bus runs are also used to transport elementary students  
 from different areas.  As a result, cancellation of  
 transportation services may be unavoidable.

Once the transportation decision is made, the Consortium 
communicates by conference calls with the 4 School Boards 
before 6:30 a.m. in order to decide whether schools will remain 
open.  �e Consortium then relays this information to bus 
operators, the communication departments at the respective 
school boards, the media and the weather network.  Finally, the 
message is posted on the Sudbury Student Services Consortium 
website: www.sssc.ca.  Radio announcements will begin no later 
than 7 a.m.

INCLEMENT WEATHER

During severe storms, when most parents and students are still 
asleep, transportation services and bus companies are observing 
and predicting weather conditions.  �e decision to cancel 
school transportation services must be reported to the public by 
7 a.m.

�is decision involves a number of people and is never taken 
lightly.  Bus drivers, school bus operators and safety officers are 
on the roads as early as 5 a.m. in order to report road conditions 
to the Sudbury Student Services Consortium by 5:45 a.m.  �e 
Consortium also reviews Environment Canada’s Weather 
Warnings and makes a number of phone calls to determine road 
conditions in different areas (i.e. Ministry of Transportation, 
Municipal officials, Directors of Public Works).

Once bus companies report their findings to the Consortium, a 
variety of other factors are taken into consideration:
